3. Continuing Education report (S. Davis)
A staff member from the Ottawa Hospital accepted to give a seminar on soft skills. We offered the seminar to the OVHLA members at the beginning of the summer but we did not receive many responses. It was decided to postpone the seminar.
Sascha will send out a new survey to find out what OVHLA members are interested in.
Another possibility would be to join the Ottawa Roundtable and join up with another group.
Tamara Radar from the University of Ottawa is willing to give a course on systematic reviews. We need to firm up a date.
A staff member of the Health section of the University of Ottawa will give an Advanced PubMed in April or May.
A session will be offered in November and one in January.
IM Roundtable was discussed. It was decided that it is not in our best interest to participate in the IMR.
4. Treasurer's report (Rosemary Spalding)
As of today, the OVHLA has $2,868.95 in its bank account. When the last remaining membership fees have come in, there will be $2,913.95.
5. Web Site report (Isabelle LeBlanc)
Isabelle LeBlanc and Pat Johnston are the only active members updating the Web Site.
The Constitution and By-Laws of OVHLA is being translated. Once that is done, Isabelle will start translating other sections. Dianne Kharouba mentioned that Michelle LeBlanc might be available to do some at a later date.

6. OHLA Provincial Chapter (Margaret Quirie)
The intent of the OHLA Provincial Chapter was to have a representative chapter for the libraries that are not part of one. This will probably never occur.
7. 2007 CHLA/ABSC Conference (Isabelle LeBlanc)
Isabelle announced that the 2007 Conference will be held from May 28th to June 2nd at the Lord Elgin Hotel and at the NAC.
8. Social
Margaret approached Rob Gallaher from EBSCO to sponsor our Social event in late November or early December. He will give a short presentation on a new service they offer.
9. University of Ottawa
Dianne reported that the University of Ottawa implemented VDX for ILL.
There was a review of services, it was decided that they would keep OVID. They are now showing med. students on how to use PubMed.
The University of Ottawa now has an agreement with the Ottawa Public Library via the SMART Library program.
There was also a review of the strategic plan. The hours at the Morisset Library will be extended. If we get feedback concerning longer hours at the Health Library, we should pass in on to Dianne.
The University of Ottawa received funding for a Library Annex. It will house ½ million volumes. At this time, no document delivery service is offered directly from the site.
Library Network is looking at the documentation for opening a new library school.
10. CMA
The CMA policy based is on their Web Site and open to the public. All the policies are the most recent ones.
OSLER is now detached from the service. The service is now called the Clinical Resources.
A new position is available. They are looking for a librarian for clinical support.
11. Other Business
Pat Johnston talked about the Patient Library at CHEO. Pat is now in charge of the service. Beth Wood left her position and was not replaced. Pat is hoping to get a part-time position. She is confident that the service will remain.
